e The mentor is a faculty member who meets the mentee on a regular basis, and
provides support and guidance to identify and enhance the strengths of the
mentee, enabling them to manage academic and personal challenges.

¢ In the beginning of the academic year Head of the Department appoints a faculty
as Chief mentor (Class teacher).

e Duties of Chief mentor (Class teacher)

e (lass teacher is the primary point of contact for a student who wants to know
about the procedures in the College. Class teacher should be kind, impartial and
supportive to students.

¢ He / she should be helpful for the student to clear his/her doubts regarding exam
registration and other daily activities.

e C(lass teacher should provide the syllabus of the program and important dates of
internal & external exam dates at the beginning of each semester.

e C(lass teacher should maintain the class teacher ship record (Green Card) properly
filled with student details including a) Marks of Plus two/ Degree b) Education of
parents c¢) Extracurricular activity d) Marks on internal exams e) Financial
background f) Contact details of parents/guardians g) Grade card of semester
exams. All information should be kept confidential and should be revealed only
under necessary situations

e Information regarding Exam registration, Fee payment, Dates of internal exams
and external exams should be communicated to students within the stipulated
time as advised by Principal and Controller of Examinations.

e C(lass teacher should maintain close contact with other subject teachers. He / She

should help in arranging substitution classes if any teacher is on emergency.



In case of any misconduct from a student, class teacher should inform
parent/guardian with the consent from HoD and Principal.

Class teacher should give effective leadership to the class during intramural
competitions.

It is the responsibility of Class teacher to maintain a record of leave availed by a
student of his/her class.

During election to Students Parliament, Class teacher should be the First polling
officer and should discharge his duties impartially.

Class teacher should have close contact with the mentors of his class and should
provide details from green card if necessary.

Information's regarding Certificate courses, Open courses, Placement & Higher
education opportunities should be communicated to students and should
motivate students to take part in such activities.

The well-structured organization framework of Christ college is capable of handling not only
the daily chores but also the unprecedented incidents. Apart from Manager and Principal of
the College the Core team of College consists of three Vice Principals, two Deans, Controller
of Examination and IQAC Coordinator. Important matters pertaining to Academics and
Administration are first discussed in the core committee meeting and then proceed to
College Council, Council of Heads of the departments and IQAC meeting. Sub committees are
formed in such meetings and are entrusted with freedom and necessary resources to

perform.

Practice 1:

Implementation of value-added Certificate courses

e Need for more value-added certificate courses was evidenced in the feedback
collected from alumni.

e The matter was first presented in the Core Committee meeting which was included in
the agenda of IQAC meeting.

e The extended IQAC consists of Heads of the Departments and a committee was
formed with two Coordinators.

e The committee drafted the policies for Certificate courses which was approved in the
Governing council.

e The coordinators of Certificate courses along with Head of the Department very soon

conducted meetings with teachers and also external agencies.



e Eight certificate courses were inaugurated on 23 October 2018 out of which two

courses were blended.

Practice 2:

Taluk flood relief distribution center (Kerala Flood 2018) and relief activities

e During flood in August 2018, Principal was contacted by Irinjalakuda taluk Officials
asking for help to institute a Distribution center in the College.

e The core committee meeting decided to entrust the charge to Staff advisor and staff
coordinators of Thavanish and NSS.

e An extended committee was formed along with Student council, NSS, Thavanish and
local residents.

e College Auditorium was converted to a Collection and distribution center with
students giving leadership to all the activities with guidance from coordinators of
Thavanish, NSS and Staff advisor.

e C(lassrooms were converted to shelter homes for forty families from the flood affected
area.

¢ Immediately after the flood the committee extended their services in conducting
survey of the affected areas in association with five Grama Panchayaths.

e College received appreciation from Government officials for the participatory

management of the crisis situation.

year.

e New module introduced in ERP for generation of consolidated internal grade sheet.

e Started construction of Zoology Research block.

e Bestresearch paper award was instituted for student and faculty.
e Christ research fellowship was instituted for eligible research scholar who is not
availing any government research fellowhips.
e Research topics of research scholars were presented in the Research Advisory Council for

the approval.

Completed the construction of Science block with additional six ICT enabled classrooms.
