  Feedback Obtained

Method: An online feedback system has been developed to collect the feedback
except from parents. Feedback from parents was collected offline during the PTA
meeting held two times a year. Feedbacks were collected anonymously to reveal
real responses. They were analyzed using Microsoft excel through statistical
tools. Analysis and Utilization: A. Feedback from students. Two types of
feedback were collected from students. 1) Feedback from students on teachers
curriculum was collected towards the end of every semester. The feedback
collected through the online Knowledge Pro system was consolidated at the
department level and also at the college level. The individual results were
handed over to teachers by the Principal in a personal meetings and the
shortcomings were discussed. The consolidated result of the Department is
handed over to the Head of the Department. The consolidated college result was
discussed in the Teachers meeting. 2) Feedback from students on College
facilities and academic atmosphere (Student Satisfaction Survey). This feedback
was collected from outgoing students (sixth semester UG and fourth semester PG)
during the end of their academic year. Suggestions regarding syllabus,
infrastructure, canteen, computer labs were discussed in BoS and Academic
Council meetings respectively. B. Feedback from teachers Feedback from teachers
was collected at the end of the academic year. Anonymous collection was used to
reveal the real feedback. Feedback from employers Feedback from employers was
collected at the year-end of the academic year. Feedback from alumni Alumni
feedback was collected from alumni after one year of their graduation. The
report was also presented in the meeting of the Career Guidance Placement Cell.
C. Feedback from parents The questionnaire for parents was prepared in
Malayalam and was collected during the PTA meeting. The feedback report was
presented in the staff meeting and in a Discipline committee meeting. Brief
Summary of Actions taken:2019-20 1.Discipline in Hostel- The discipline
committee of the hostel was reconstituted including more bachelor teachers and
senior students. 2. Assistance for placements- Three-day career orientation and
placement training were conducted by Career Guidance and Placement Cell in
association with IQAC. Separate mock interviews were conducted to students who
cleared written exams. 3. New software – from Linways was introduced to speed
up the online fee payments. 4. Decided to install a greater number of ceiling
fans in classrooms. 5.Passenger lift for disabled has been included in the RUSA
project for the main building. 6. Decided to construct another passenger lift
in the New Science block. 7.Resources Library working time has been extended to
one more hour. 8.Directed Career Guidance and Placement Cell to conduct more
training on interview skills. 10. Spoken English classes to be conducted to
students from first year onwards 11. Interview skills training should be
conducted for third-semester students. 12. It was decided to make further
improvements to ICT learning. 13. It was decided to give timely training to
teachers on new teaching aids 14. MOODLE Learning Management System for online
evaluation and tests was further updated and improved.

  POLICY STATEMENT 1. Christ College understands the role of a higher education institution in molding citizens
of the future, by providing individual attention to their continuous growth. 2. The student care policy will enable

students to adjust to the new surroundings as well as to achieve their ambitions, by receiving continuous support
from teachers as Chief mentors (Class teachers) and mentors. 3. HoD / Programme Coordinator assigns a
teacher as Chief mentor (Class teacher) at the beginning of the academic year with proper instructions and

guidelines. 4. Internal Quality Assurance Cell conducts screening tests for fresh students to identify their skill
levels and are classified as Fast, Medium, and Slow learners. 5. Chief mentor then groups students into Peer

who wants to know about the procedures in the College. The chief mentor should be kind, impartial, and

supportive to students. 3. He/she should be helpful for the student to clear his/her doubts regarding exam
registration and other daily activities. 4. Chief mentor should provide the syllabus of the program and importance

  Increasing Environmental consciousness • Biodiversity club, Bhoomithrasena, and
Enviro Club of the college conducted six awareness programs including invited

lectures, documentary screening debate, and Quiz competition to create
awareness among students. • Butterfly garden and Miyawaki forest were
established on campus which increased the concern towards nature. Water

conservation • One tank of 10,000-liter capacity was installed this year for
rainwater harvesting. • Water conservation bunds are maintained in the college

garden which increases the groundwater level by seeping rainwater. Energy
Reduction • College purchased 5 stars inverted AC to reduce the power
consumption with an energy saving of 3000kWh. • Total 250 FT lamps were

replaced with LED in the year 2019-20 creating an energy saving of 2800 kWh. •
Biogas plant is working in Boys Hostel with the production of 5kg of LPG every

day. • On-grid solar panels of 150 kW are working at full capacity which
reduced the energy bill considerably.

  Best Practice -1 Title of the Practice ICT Integration and E-Learning
Objectives of the Practice (100 words) To equip teachers with modern

technologies in teaching and make them adaptable to engage next generation
learners. To help students in their regular academic activities by providing
them tutorials which students can use at their convenience. To train students
on competitive exams in online mode which will help them for higher education

and job opportunities. To engage students in flipped learning, so that
classroom hours can be utilized for advanced discussion on the topics. To help
slow learners to learn at their pace at the comfort of their home. The context
(150 words) Technology enhanced learning is gaining much importance in higher
education sector. Many universities are moving to online education as this mode
provides not only easily accessible education but also affordable education.
The use of ICT in education sector is gaining importance in our country too.
Students who by any chance miss their regular classes, can use the recorded
sessions and other study materials if ICT methods are adopted. Most of the

entrance examinations to universities, JAM and NET exams are conducted online.
Students of our college, majority of who come from rural areas face

difficulties during such exams as they are not familiar to such technologies.
Proper training for online exams will surely enhance their chances to be

successful in such entrance examinations. The Practice (400 words) ICT team was
formed under IQAC in the year 2017 to spearhead the ICT activities. College has
installed moodle LMS and teachers are using it extensively to deliver course

contents, online internal examinations and training for competitive
examinations. Construction of the video recording facility was completed in the
previous academic year with all state-of-the-art facilities. Major practices
done in the present academic year are 1. Online screening test: As per the
decision of Academic council dated 22 July 2019 a screening test to be

conducted to classify students in to advanced, medium and slow learners. Moodle
LMS was used to conduct the screening test. All first year UG students were

enrolled in to LMS along with their class teachers. The tests were conducted as
per the scheduled time table. Results were downloaded, analyzed and students

were classified to advanced, medium and slow learners. 2. Online audit courses:
The audit course for the first semester UG Students – Environmental Science was
conducted as a Massive Open Online Course. The course contents were prepared by
the Department of Geology Environmental Science in association with IQAC and



were deployed in moodle LMS. Students made use of these tutorials and exams
were conducted in the computer labs. Finally, the results were sent to

Pareeksha Bhavan for further processing. 3. Christ opencourseware: Academic
council approved the suggestion from IQAC to establish an E-learning portal

through which College can share the benefits of online education to community.
The online portal Christ OpenCourseWare was established with the help of

industrial partners. The platform has four quadrants a) Video tutorials b)
Lecture notes c) Practice questions and d) Facility to chat with the course
facilitator. 4. Infrastructure for ICT: Following items were added to ICT

infrastructure - a) Tablets- Twenty tablets were purchased to conduct online
examinations as the computer labs were busy with regular practical hours. a)
Lightboard- an inhouse developed Lightboard was installed in video recording
room. Teachers can record their lectures facing the camera and can use the
board to write the lecture points. b) Teleprompter- to help teachers in

recording of video tutorials. c) Started a YouTube channel Christopencourseware
to upload video tutorials for the benefit whole student community. Appointed a
full-time videographer/editor to help teachers in creating video tutorials.
Evidence of success (200 words) Sixty percentage of teachers started using
moodle LMS and other ICT resources. The online screening test was extremely

useful to access the learning levels of first year students. Two audit courses,
Environmental Science and Disaster Management were completed as MOOC. Six

courses were uploaded in Christ OpenCourseWare. Teachers uploaded 124 video
tutorials in Christ OpenCourseWare youtube channel. Students were excited with
the new mode of teaching and examination. Problems encountered and Resources

Required (150 words) Infrastructure facilities like computer labs and internet
connectivity should be increased. Some teachers were reluctant to adapt with

the new technology. Students who were deprived of gadgets faced difficulties in
accessing the moodle LMS. Number of computers in the labs should be increased
and students are to be allowed to use their smart phones in the classes. Notes

use of ICT in college campus. More teachers should be given training on using
ICT tools. Best Practice -2 Title of the Practice Earth for all: Environmental
consciousness to students Objectives of the Practice (100 words) To inculcate a

sustainable lifestyle to students. To reduce the carbon footprint of the
College. To introduce environmental consciousness in aspects of Teaching and
Learning. The context (150 words) Even though College is on the fore front of
Environmental conservation many of the students lack proper orientation on
waste segregation and treatment. Ever changing climate in the region has

resulted in droughts as well as unprecedented storms. Energy demand of the
institution is rising and there should be measures to cope up with the demand.
The Practice (400 words) All VIP’s who visit College for seminars, workshops or
other functions are requested to plant trees in the college premises. Students

become aware of the importance of forestation. Under the “Entae Maavu”
Programme the students and teachers of Biodiversity Club develop mango saplings

and distribute to other colleges and schools. Biodiversity Club and Botany
Department maintains 20 cents, as “Santhistal” where the rare endangered and
threatened plants are planted and maintained. Star vanam (Nakshathravanam) is
maintained -a joint venture of Bhoomithrasena and Botany Department Poly-house
farming by Biodiversity Club and NSS units of our college creates the awareness

on biopharming and respect to farmers. NSS units started the “PENDRIVE” in
which they collect the plastic body of used pens. Such pens are recycled by

adding new refills and selling at low cost. The Environmental Science
Department sensitizes the students by preparing logos and slogans. Separate

cans are arranged to separate organic waste. Solar panels are installed and the
excess energy is given to KSEB under the on-grid scheme. Rain water harvesting
is implemented with a capacity of 25,000 liter. Check dams are made in College

garden and premises to help rainwater seep in to groundwater. Evidence of
success (200 words) General environmental awareness has been increased.

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Method: Online feedback system has been developed to collect the feedback except from parents. Feedback 

from parents were collected offline during the PTA meeting held two times a year. Feedbacks were collected 

anonymously to reveal real responses. They were analyzed using Microsoft excel through statistical tools. 

Analysis and Utilization:  

A. Feedback from students. 

Two types of feedback were collected from students. 1) Feedback from students on teacher’s curriculum 

was collected towards the end of every semester. The feedback collected through online Knowledge Pro 

system were consolidated in department level and also in college level. The individual results were handed 

over to teachers by Principal in personal meeting and the shortcomings were discussed. The consolidated 

result of the Department is handed over to Head of the Department. The consolidated college result was 

discussed in the Teachers meeting.  

2) Feedback from students on College facilities and academic atmosphere (Student Satisfaction Survey). 

This feedback was collected from outgoing students (sixth semester UG and fourth semester PG) during 

the end of their academic year. Suggestions regarding syllabus, infrastructure, canteen, computer labs were 

discussed in BoS and Academic Council meetings respectively. 

B. Feedback from teachers  

Feedback from teachers was collected at the end of academic year. Anonymous collection was used to 

reveal the real feedback. Feedback from employers  

Feedback from employers were collected in the year end of the academic year. Feedback from alumni 

Alumni feedback was collected from alumni after one year of their graduation. The report was also 

presented in the meeting of Career Guidance Placement Cell.  

C. Feedback from parents  

The questionnaire for parents were prepared in Malayalam and was collected during the PTA meeting. The 

feedback report was presented in the staff meeting and in Discipline committee meeting. 
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Brief Summary of Actions taken:2019-2020 

1.Discipline in Hostel- The discipline committee of hostel was reconstituted including more bachelor teachers 

and senior students. 

2. Assistance for placements- Three-day career orientation and placement training were conducted by Career 

Guidance and Placement Cell in association with IQAC. Separate mock interviews were conducted to students 

who cleared written exams. 

3. New software – from Linways was introduced to speed up the online fee payments. 

4. Decided to install a greater number of ceiling fans in classrooms.

6.1.1 – Mention two practices of decentralization and participative 

management during the last year (maximum 500 words) 

The organization framework of Christ college is capable of handling not only the daily chores 

but also the unprecedented incidents. Apart from Manager and Principal of the College the 

Core team of College consists of three Vice Principals, two Deans, Controller of Examination 

and IQAC Coordinator. Important matters pertaining to Academics and Administration are 

first discussed in the core committee meeting and then proceed to College Council, Council of 

Heads of the departments and IQAC meeting. Sub committees are formed in such meetings 

and are entrusted with freedom and necessary resources to perform. Many times, feedbacks 

and suggestions from students are also included thus they are also included in the 

participative management. 

Practice 1: 

Formation of CCRCPC (Christ College Research and Consultancy Promotion 

Council) and Implementation of CCRSF (Christ College Research Seed Fund) 

• An umbrella body to oversee the research and consultancy activities of the College was 

identified in the meetings of Research guides with Principal. 

• After discussion in Academic Council of the college, College IQAC was given charge to 

set the guidelines. 

• It was also decided to establish seed money to the budding researchers under the name 

Christ College Seed Fund.  

• The policies and guidelines were formulated, discussed in the Core Committee meeting 

and reformulated. 



• The reformulated policy for CCRCPC and CCRSF were established in the Governing 

Council meeting. 

• Proposals were invited for the Seed money. The committee of CCRCPC scrutinized the 

proposals and seed money was distributed. 

Practice 2: 

Online Education portal – Christ OpenCourseWare 

• Online education was identified as a need of the hour in the IQAC meeting. The ICT 

team of the IQAC was asked to study the matter in detail.  

• IQAC conducted a survey among students through the Students IQAC and it was 

identified that flipped classrooms were a best option. 

• IQAC proposed to start an education portal incorporating suggestions from students 

and drafted the guidelines for Christ OpenCourseWare. 

• The policy and guidelines were resolved in the Academic Council of the College. It was 

also decided to get financial support from the Corporates.  

• The education portal was established, and the audit course for UG First semester 

Environmental Science was offered in the flipped model. 

• The successful model was discussed in the staff meeting and it was decided to offer 

more courses online through Christ OpenCourseWare. 

 

 

 

 

 



6.2 – Strategy Development and Deployment 
6.2.1 – Quality improvement strategies adopted by the institution for each of 

the following (with in 100 words each): 

Curriculum development 

• Choice Based Credit Semester System (CBCSS) is implemented in the Programmes. 

• Feedback from alumni, employers and teachers were incorporated in the syllabus 

revision meetings of respective Board of studies. 

• Nine more certificate courses were started. The curriculum for these courses were 

discussed with industry experts in Board of studies and was approved in the 

Academic council of the college. 

• Manual for Outcome Based Education was developed. 

Teaching and Learning 

• Screening test comprising of Core level proficiency, English proficiency and Logical and 

Numerical ability was conducted to access the learning levels of students. Based on 

these tests students were divided to slow, medium and advanced learners.  

• Peer Learning Group method was introduced successfully for 2019 admission and 

2018 admission students.  

• Three workshops were conducted in the academic year to equip teachers for ICT 

enabled teaching. Moodle LMS introduced to teachers. 

• Teachers’ diary (handbook) is provided for teachers to plan the academic sessions, 

record daily works and store the details of attendance and internal marks of students. 

• Teachers are instructed to inform their leave at the earliest to arrange alternate 

classes. 



• Comprehensive Result analysis were done statistically in which a) weak students were 

identified, b) courses which require special attention were identified and c) results of 

classes were screened. 

• Department level meetings and PTA’s were conducted to review the results.  

Examination and evaluation 

• Academic Calendar and Examination schedule was prepared in the beginning of the 

year and was informed to all students and staff through college web portal, College 

hand book and Notice board. 

• All examination processes including exam registration, hall ticket generation, 

revaluation was managed online through ERP-Knowledge Pro. 

• Centralized evaluation camps were conducted for impartial evaluation which also 

resulted in early announcement of results. 

• Question bank system was introduced. The question bank also has the additional 

feature of Outcome based education. 

• Internal and External mark entry, Grade calculations, consolidated absentee 

statement were done through the ERP software Knowledge Pro. 

• New module introduced in ERP for generation of consolidated internal grade sheet. 

• To safe guard the secrecy of examination processes, Internal and External question 

papers, Exam answer sheets were printed and arranged in Pareeksha Bhavan.  

Research and Development 

• Completed construction of Zoology Research block. 

• Christ College Research and Consultancy Promotion Council (CCRCPC) was constituted 

to spearhead and monitor all the research and consultancy activities in the College. 



• To promote research culture amoung young faculties, Christ College Research Seed 

Fund (CCRSF) was instituted and research funds were distributed.  

• Best research paper awards were distributed to student and faculty. 

• Christ research fellowship was awarded to research scholar. 

• Research topics of research scholars were presented in the Research Advisory Council 

for the approval. 

• MoU was engaged for international collaboration in research with Zululand University, 

South Africa. 

Library, ICT, Physical Infrastructure and Instrumentation 

• Smart card system to monitor the entry and issue of library cards is functioning well in 

the Library. 

• The library ERP software Bookmagic is used for Library Management 

• Library blogsite was started to share additional information to students and public. 

Previous end semester question bank can be assessed through the blogsite. 

• ICT enabled teaching was enhanced through moodle learning management system. 

• Online Education portal Christ OpenCourseWare was established incorporating four 

quadrant system of MOOC. 

• Course contents of the audit course – Environmental Science was distributed through 

Christ OpenCourseWare and exams were conducted through moodle LMS. 

• Course modules were distributed through Youtube channel Christ OpenCourseWare. 

Human resource management

Initiatives taken by the institution to make the campus eco-friendly (at least five)  
 

Increasing Environmental consciousness 

• Biodiversity club, Bhoomithrasena and Enviro Club of the college conducted six awareness 

programs including invited lectures, documentary screening & debate and Quiz 

competition to create awareness among students. 

• Butterfly garden and Miyawaki forest established in campus which increased the concern 

towards nature. 

Water conservation  

• One tank of 10,000 litre capacity were installed this year for rain water harvesting. 

• Water conservation bunds are maintained in the college garden which increases the ground 

water level by seeping rain water. 

Energy Reduction 

• College purchased 5 star inverted AC to reduce the power consumption with an energy 

saving of 3000kWh.  

• Total 250 FT lamps were replaced with LED in the year 2019-20 creating an energy saving 

of 2800 kWh.  

• Biogas plant is working in Boys Hostel with production of 5kg of LPG every day. 

• On grid solar panels of 150 kW is working in full capacity which reduced the energy bill 

considerably. 

Plastic free campus 

• Use of plastic is banned in the camps. NSS Units are making paper pens using old pen 

bodies. NSS units are also actively making paper bags and gave training to school students 

in making them.
